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CODE OF PRACTICE 

CWVYS YPP REPRESENTATIVES

CWVYS has a position on all of the 22 YPPs, as one of the 5 voluntary sector representatives. This position is described in Extending Entitlement: supporting young people in Wales Directions and Guidance (2002). 

Whilst each YPP has developed differently due to local circumstances the main task of CWVYS representatives is to attend YPP meetings and work with local partners in both the youth services and voluntary sector in order to support the implementation and delivery of Extending Entitlement. 

The CWVYS representatives do not represent the individual organisation in which they are involved but are responsible for representing the CWVYS position, informed by their own experience and the other local voluntary organisations in the local area.

As CWVYS currently represents 40 organisations involving over 200,000 young people across Wales and has a strategic position on all Wales bodies in both the youth field and with the voluntary sector. CWVYS representatives are ideally placed to provide a strategic overview of YPP issues nationally through feedback and joint discussions through CWVYS to inform wider strategic issues. This overview is also useful to inform the discussions on each YPP in order to assist in the planning and implementation processes. 
Roles and Tasks

The roles and tasks of the CWVYS representatives have been evolving with the development of the YPPs and certain key tasks have been identified, which are to:

· Support the YPP in strategic and operational planning

· Advocate for the voluntary sector

· Advocate for youth work in informal settings and the involvement of young people

· Support the development of the representative structures for the local voluntary sector and the two-way engagement of the local and community organisations with the CVCs

· Support the Inspection process during Estyn Inspections of the Youth Support services 
· Monitor developments and feed back issues through CWVYS

· Identify how CWVYS and the CVCs can work together to support the continuing development of quality youth work, training and information sharing

The responsibilities of the CWVYS representative are to:

· Attend meetings of the YPP and other relevant meetings

· Support the local voluntary sector developments jointly with the CVC through any relevant meetings and workshops

· Feedback relevant information to CWVYS through the Executive and other methods

· Share other information with other CWVYS YPP representatives when appropriate

· Assist in the two way flow of information to the local voluntary and community organisations

CWVYS National Role
Nationally CWVYS role is to support the representatives and undertake any identified tasks. This includes sharing current information with the representatives and member organisations in CWVYS and the wider voluntary youth sector.

CWVYS works with WCVA, Children in Wales, the Welsh Assembly Government and Funky Dragon, to monitor and support developments in partnership working and quality youth work.  This includes regular feedback and evaluation from the CWVYS YPP representatives in order to gain an overview and inform developments from a voluntary sector perspective.

CWVYS is also represented on the All Wales Young People’s Organisations Group (AWYPO), convened by the YaPP to share ideas, information and expertise, and action developments on a Wales basis. CWVYS will also work with Youth and Adult Learning Opportunities (YALO), which is the proposed new branch in WAG from April 2006 responsible for Youth Support Services. 
CWVYS also represents the Youth Network in the Welsh Assembly Voluntary Sector Scheme.

CWVYS Executive

Agreement about who undertakes the task of the CWVYS YPP representative in the YPPs is the responsibility of the CWVYS Executive.  The Chief Executive is responsible for informing the YPP and the CVC about any changes.
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
